The installation and operating principles of
yaur 301 Series |1l system are significantly
ditferant from those of conventional speaker

.ystems. This guide contains usaful infarma-
ion that will help you obtain the fullest
understanding and enjoyment of your new
speakers

The shipping carton contains two 301
speakers labeled FPart 1, for the left speaker,
and Fart 2, for the right speaker. Unpack each
speaker carefully, saving the carton and all
packaging materials for possible later use

If eithar speaker appears to be damaged
when unpacking, do not aperate the
damaged unit, Repack both speakers in their
original carton and natify your authorized
Bose dealer immediately.

Choices for speaker
placement

Your 301 system is designed for use in a
wide variety of sound environments and
placemant positions. The basic guidelines
below are intended to simplify your choices.

For lifelike sound

301 speakers provide the best performance
when space around the cabinets allows the
miusic to flow freely, reflecting off nearby
walls to create a wide, transparent stereo
image. See Figure 1 on page 3.

Hard materials — wood, brick, glass, sheet
rack, or paneling - generally pravide the
most effective sound-reflection. Upholsterad
furnishings and heavy drapas arg mare
sound absarbent.

Place the left and right speakers an the left
and right sides of the room, respectively,
spacing them 4 to 12 feet (1.2 t0 3.6 m)
apart. Verfical placement, s the fweasatars
face diractly up or down, is nol recam-
manded,

Position the speakers af lzast 12 inches
(30 cm) away from side walls,

For bass response

The most acourate bass response results
when the speakers are set less than 18
inches (45 cm) away from the wall behind
therm, and mare than 18 inches from the
flaor ar ceiling. Avoid placing the spaakers
exactly halfway between the floor and
cailing.

If your musics system seems to be lacking in
deap bass, try moving the speakers closer
to the wall behind them and/for nearar to the
cormers of the listening room. Heavy,
“booming” bass can be tamed by moving
the speakers away from corners and walls,




You can also experiment with the tone
controls an your amplifier or receiver to
achieve a tonal balance that suits your
listening enviranment and personal tastes.

For use with video

The 3M* speakers are suitable for video
sound applications. Place one speaker on
either side of your TV screen, making sure
that each speaker is at least 24 inches from
the screen to avaid picture interference.

For secure placement

With the wide variety of surfaces you may
choose from for placing your speakers, it is
important to ensure that the surface is both
stable and level. For some surfaces, you
may want to use rubber feet for additional
stakility.

You may abtain rubber feet, free of cost,
fram Bose®. Cantact the Bose Service
Departmeant or your local Bose Service
Agency and ask for Part Mumber 103593,

Cunnecting your
speaker wires

Use of the proper gauge (thickness) of
speaker wire is important. Standard zip cord
(2-conductor, 18-gauge wire found at
electrical and hardware stores) can be used
in most applications. If your speakers will be
positioned maore than 20 feet from the
receiver ar amplifier, check with your Bose®
dealer or refer to the Wire recommendations
under "“Technical information.”

To make the proper connections
Refer to figure 2.

Turn off your amplifier ar receiver and
unplug it from the AC (mains) power autlet
before connecting any wires.

Caution: If the ampiifier ar receiver is not
tumed off, damage to your system may
OCCUr,

Preparation

At the ends of each caord, strip approximately
12 inch {12 mm) of insulation fraom each
wire, Twist the stripped wire ends and naote
that one wire is plain and the other is marked
(striped, ribbed or collared).

Connection #1
Select ocne cord and connect it to the lef
channel of your amplifier,

@ Attachone stripped end of the marked
wire to the red (+) terminal.

@ Atachthe atripped end of the plain wu’re.
to the black (—) terminal.

Connection #2
Connect the free end of that same cord 1o
the left speaker.

@ Attach the stripped end of the marked
wira to the red (+) push-type tarminal

@ Altach the stripped end of the plain wire
to the black (-) push-type terminal

Connection #3

Select the second cord and connect it ta the

right channel of your amplifier.

@ Attach one stripped end of the marked
wirg ta the red (+) terminal

@ Aftach the stripped end of the plain wire
to the black (=) terminal

Connection #4
Connect the free end of that same cord to
the right speaker,

'5' Attach the stripped end of the marked
wire to the red (+) push-type terminal.

@ Attach the stripped end of the plain wire
to the black (—) push-type terminal. .
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Ideal placement in an average-sized room.
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Speaker connections




Cheack very carefully to be certain that na
lonse strands of wire are accidentally
touching across terminals on the speakers
ar the armplifier. This cowld create shart
cireuits which can damage your amglifiar,
Repair any loose wire strands befare
aperating your amplifier or recaiver,

Testing the
connections

Before testing the connactions, plug your
amplifier or receiver into the AC (mains)
power autlet

To make sure that the speakers are con
nected to your amplifier "in phase" - positive
to positive, negative to negative — perform
this simple test

1. Set your sound system for MOMNO
(monophanic) repraduction. Be sure the
balance contral is centered or set to
nermal

2. Tempoararily place the speakers close
together, facing each other

3. Mow, play some deep bass music over
the system. If your speakers are correctly
phased, the sound will appear to come
from between the speakers, providing
full, natural bass rasponses.

4. |If the music seems o be lacking in deep
bass, reverse the + and - wire connec-
tions on one speaker and repaat the test,
Lize the connectian that produces the
mast powerful bass.

Amplifier!receiver
considerations

Your 3017 speakers incorporate haavy duty
driver elements designed to resist many
types of electrical stress. However, any
speaker can be damaged if the amplifier
driving it should fail. Speaker damage may
also gcour by playing the music so loudly
that it sounds distorted. This can haopen
evert with a low-powered amplifier or
recaiver

Your 301 speaker system is designed for
use with amplifiers ar receivers rated from .
10 to 150 watts per channel. For further
information, refer to your amplifier or receiver
owner's guide.




CIeaning your
speakers

The 301" speaker enclogures can be wiped
clean using a soft cloth dampened with a
rmild detergent. The grille panels reguire no
special care, although they may be vacu
umed, carefully, if necessary.

Al other maintenance should be referred to
qualified service personnel.

In case of difficulty

If you experience a prablem with your 301
speakers, try the solutions suggested below.
Maost problems typically originate with othar
components, not your speakers,

Problem
Treble or bass is not strang enough.

Solution
Adjust the treble and bass volume contrals
on your amplifier or receiver

Make sure the speaker connections are in
phase by following the procedure described
in the "Testing the connections" section of
this guide.

Problem
One speakar sounds defective.

Solution

Do not switch the speaker cabiles, as this
could damage your speaker. Disconnect the
wire of the speaker in question from the
amplifier output terminals and reconnect itta
the amplifier channel that is operating
carrectly. If the speaker that sounded
defective now plays properly, the problem is
not in the speaker or wiring

Problem
Both speakers sound defective.

Solution

IJze the same wiring o connact your
speakers to another amplifier or receiver that
is working properly. If the speakers now
operate correctly, the problem is not in the
speakers or wiring.

If trouble persists after trying the above
solutions, contact your authorized Bose'
dealer ta verify any defects and arrange for
service from an authorized service agency.
