As rear channel speakers, reproducing sound
some distance from the screen, the VS-100
spaaker adds depth to the wideo soundstage.
This can significantly increase the impact o
movie special effects

WS- 100 speaker very close o your video
screen without causing interference. (Figura 2,
placemeant “A" and “B.") Youmay preferit
directly an top of, above, or below your
television, Placing it right nesxt o or even
behind Ihe screen may also give you the effect
you want, Feel free to exparimeant,

As a rear channel speaker

A rear channel speaker performs bestwhen if
is positioned behind the viewers ar listeners.
Yau may choose to locate it along a rear o
sicle wall (Figure 1),

Yau can pasilion he bwo speakers, one for fhe
right andl arne for the left rear channel, as far
apart as your room will allow. You may prefer
o rmaunt them inconspicuaushy, using wallf
celling brackets.

About the cord and how to insert it
seof the proper gauge (thickness) of speaker

wira is important, For most applications, you

can use standard zip cord (2 conductor, 18-

gauge wire found at alectrical and hardware
stores). Use enough cord 1o reach betweaen
the speaker and the receiver

The cord consists of wa insulated wires. The
insulation around one of the wires is slriped,
collarad, ar ribbed. This marked wire is always
paositve {4 and Ihe plain onea is always
negalive (—). These carraspond o the positive
ired) and negative (black) terminals on the
back of the speaker. Be sure o connect each
wire to the proper terminal {positive to positive,
negative to negative).
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First stnip about 1/2 inch (12 mm) of insulation
from each wire and twist the separate wire
ends. Then, to connect a wire, push the
terminal tab down. Insert the end of the wire
into the exposed hole. Release the tab o
secure the wire (Figure 3)

To connect a center channel speaker

Attach both wires at one end of the cord 1o the
terminals on the back of the speaker. Make
sure the connections are made posilive o
positive and negative o negalive

Mow connect the free end of the cord to the
CENTER (C) SPEAKER terminals an your
receiver.

Do not swalch tha
speaker cables, as this could damage yaur
speaker. Instead, reconnect the cable of the
speaker in question to a praperly funatianing
receiver channel. Adjust the receiver's
balance contral to test that channeal. If the
speakar now works, the first recaivar channel
is probably defective.
