Known Issues, Defects and Limitations 
The following are the known issues and defects with this release. Information included here can be useful when troubleshooting issues with software or hardware operation.
General Issues
0. Outputs Hi Z / Lo Z and Delay setting are not selectable for Quick Setup Wizard (QSW). Use Output Page for those options. 
0. QSW will not enter Standby mode if amp is in a fault state.
0. Output Custom EQ selection defaults BW to 1.0 instead of Q to 1.0.
0. Custom EQ default state is inconsistent when Factory Reset vs. A Filter is Reset.
0. HP/LP table entries disappear if Custom EQ with those are disabled when refreshing/connecting to UI.
0. Area EQ changes from PEQ to Notch resets Q/BW values.
0. Area EQ individual Reset button sets Filter Bands 1 & 7 to PEQ instead of default HP/LP.
0. Output Speaker EQ shows and sends disabled EQ bands to device.
0. Dynamic EQ calibration can be started from UI while in standby.
0. Setting PEQ Filter to "Notch" should snap Filter handle & Gain to 0.
0. PEQ filters do not support track mouse movement outside of Active Field.
0. The amp wakes up with -90 dBV input signal when the input is set to Mic input if VOX threshold is low.
0. The telephone paging channel does not pass audio when the input is lower than -40 dBV.
0. Paging VOX threshold set at 0 dB after QSW instead of -20 dB.
0. Setting Channel 4 Type to -55dBV will break metering. VOX to PTT toggle will start metering. 
0. Disabling Controller does not turn controller off, and Controller still works to control volume of area. After disabling controller toggle, select the input to disable controller.
0. Just enabling Controller Deselects Input from area and audio still plays. After selecting type and controller, it stops audio play until input is selected again.
0. CC-# controller assignments are lost if there are no Input Assignments in the Listening Area.
0. When reassigning inputs to channels the Summary page Signal/Limit indicators may not be in sync with the channel in use.
0. Input/Outputs not being properly set to mute after deletion/channel change.
0. Euroblock -10 dBV Stereo results in empty Channel Type.
0. Unassigned Type/Channel Inputs incorrectly appear in Auxiliary Outputs inputs selection.
0. Issues with enabling/disabling/deleting/unassigning I-Share while in Auto-Standby. Exit from auto standby mode before configuring of I-Share mode. 
0. Unassigned Outputs do not stay Unassigned.
0. Input/Output/Area labels with no text revert to old text after refresh.
0. Input and Output unit labels font is too small.
0. Deleting active Input does not stop Audio flow. Remove used connected source.
0. Signal Flow page does not have vertical scroll bar when window is resized.
0. In a four channel PowerSpace amp, the entire amp will be in Fault state even with only one pair of channel has a fault. Clear amp fault, or replace amp, to remedy the situation.
0. Non-Default ASCII characters get lost in Import.
0. Help license section has incorrect line breaks.

Browser Specific Issues
1. Internet Explore and Edge mouse click response is very slow with all input and out meters running on the Summary page.
2. Firefox explore shows Standby Mode Toggle slider is separated from its track.
3. Firefox default "supported file types" does not observe .tar files and requires “All files” option to see the .tar files.
4. Tooltips are disconnected from (i) information graphics in Internet Explorer browser.
5. Help (?) button mouse-over events can prevent the opening of a tab to display Help content in Internet Explorer.
6. Output/Area EQ table can be cropped when window is narrowed in Internet Explorer browser.
7. Error message not shown when multiple browser windows connected to unit.

Discovery Tool
1. Unit responds with IP 0.0.0.0 to Discovery Tool inquiry during startup when on Link Local Network.
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
